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Section 8 Lottery System

The lottery system is used for applicants to
become participants of the program. The
lottery is open on an annual basis. Those
applicants who are selected will be placed in
the-lottery pool. The list of numbers that have
been placed in the pool will be posted to-our
website, in our main office and in the public
notice section of the Daily Camera paper
every year. As vouchers become available
throughout the year, applicants-in-the-pool
will be naotified by mail with-an invitation letter
to begin the process of determining eligibility.
Interested parties are encouraged to
re-apply every year.

Finding A Home

Households may use their Section 8 voucher
anywhere within Boulder County for the first
year. After the first year, the household may port
their voucher to any U.S. state.

All of BHP’s properties in our Boulder Affordable
Rentals program accept Section 8 vouchers, or
you may find any private landlord who accepts
Section 8. Boulder Housing Partners can also
provide you with a list of landlords participating in
the program.

Monthly Rent

Your rent is based-on-your-income, the payment
standard that applies, and the program rental
cap. Both you and BHP pay a portion of your
rent directly to the landlord. If your income
changes, you must notify BHP in writing so that
your portion of the rent may be recalculated.

Depending on the size of subsidy of your
voucher, the payment standard is calculated as
follows (this amount includes utilities):

Lot rent: $534

Efficiency: $760

1-bedroom: $880

2-bedroom: $1,110

3-bedroom: $1,610

4-bedroom: $1,935
